Unclassified Document Sale Announcement

On the occasion of the Alliance of Egyptian Americans (AEA) Conference, the Declassified Research Project is offering a limited number of copies of nearly 10,000 pages of declassified documents from the U.S. National Archives as a contribution to AEA.  The research, gathering, copying, and photographing of these documents took five years and cost over $20,000.  The original sources of the declassified documents are: The White House National Security Council; the U.S. State Department cables and reports; CIA and Defense Department reports and correspondence that have been declassified and released --covering the time period from 1952 -1981.  The declassified documents relate to major developments in Egypt in particular, and the Middle East in general, as viewed from the above mentioned U.S. Agencies.  The declassified documents throw some light on Egyptian American relations in particular, in addition to various topics that cover Saudi Arabia, Iraq, Lebanon, Syria, and Yemen.

These papers are a true treasure that would be of immense value to academics, researchers, graduate students, analysts, politicians, history buffs, scholars, and writers.  The papers include some of the material used by Mohamed Heikel in his books and for his famous program on Al Jazeera -  "Ma’a Heikel”.  The papers contain what Heikel chose to excise from his presentations.  Now see the whole picture as revealed concerning important historical events, such as: the 1952 Revolution, the Suez Crisis, the War in Yemen, the Iraqi Revolution – 1958, the Arab-Israeli Wars, the Syrian-Egyptian Unity, the Islamic Pact, and US –Saudi relations during the Arab Cold War – all from original sources. 

The papers also throw some light on the topics such as:  terrorism, Soviet /American relations during the Cold War regarding Middle Eastern issues; letters exchanged between U.S. and Soviet leaders during the Middle East Crisis; and some letters exchanged between Arab leaders and U.S. Presidents. 

Copies ordered now through September 10th are offered as a special contribution to AEA at $1,000.00 per set of documents that will be delivered during the AEA September 2010 Annual Conference (September 17 - 19th).
